SAINT JOSEPHINE BAKHITA (c. 1869-1947)
February 8

“Save Darfur!” That cry echoes around the world
and in the heart of the Church, where a child of Darfur is one
of our newest saints: Josephine (her baptismal name) Bakhita
(“Lucky One,” the slave-traders’ nickname). Kidnapped at
nine, sold in Sudan’s slave-markets, flogged daily till covered
with scars, Bakhita was finally bought by Italians and taken to
Italy. There Bakhita discovered a “Master” who had himself
been flogged to redeem her from slavery! “I am truly loved,”
she thought, “and awaited by this Love.” Baptized, she often
kissed the baptismal font, exclaiming, “Here I became a
daughter of God!” For fifty years as a Daughter of Charity,
Bakhita provided cheerful hospitality to all who knocked at
the convent door. In her final illness, she relived slavery’s
horror: “Please, loosen these chains,” she begged the nurse.
“They are so heavy!” Her last words were: “Our Lady! Our
Lady!” John Paul II canonized her in the Jubilee Year 2000,
praising God for leading her “from abject slavery to the dig-
nity of being your daughter and the Bride of Christ.”

FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK:

Grey rainy skies definitely help
me realize we are in the season of winter, a «
time for rain to replenish soil and earth, fill
reservoirs and underground aquifers with
the water we desperately need. It is a season of preparation
for spring, the time when plants flower, trees send out new
buds and daffodils emerge from the damp ground. The burst
of sunshine on Sunday was a reminder that after winter comes
spring and for the church we will soon leave Ordinary Time
behind, the Sundays we count as we prepare to enter into
another season of preparation, the Season of Lent.

Can you believe that the Wednesday after Valen-
tine’s Day we take our first step into the season of Lent on
Ash Wednesday? The history of these four days before the
First Sunday of Lent is mixed, whether the beginning of
enrolling public penitents, or beginning public penance before
Easter. In the early church these forty days were primarily
for the catechumens and candidates who were preparing for
initiation, preparing for the sacraments of Baptism, Confirma-
tion and Eucharist. There is not a clear mention of people
beginning Lent with ashes “until the eleventh century, at a
council at Benevento in 1091, when Pope Urban II ordered
the general imposition of ashes on this day” according to
Thomas J. Talley in his book “The Origins of the Liturgical
Year.” It was a carry over from the public penances
performed by those who had committed serious public sin
(adultery, apostasy, murder, etc.) and who were excluded
from the Eucharist until they completed their penance.

In essence the season of Lent is for all the faithful
“to turn away from sin, and believe in the Gospel” according
to the rite of imposing ashes on Ash Wednesday. As baptized
persons how can we prepare our hearts for Easter? What do
we need to let go of in our lives that keep us from being
closer to Christ?

Specifically, the Gospel on Ash Wednesday invites
us to give alms, fast, and enter into prayer on a regular basis.
Giving alms is part of stewardship, grateful for all that we
have; we share some of our resources with those who are
unable to take care of their basic needs. People throughout the
world responded generously to the overwhelming needs of
our brothers and sisters in Haiti. Fasting is a way of preparing
our bodies to receive the life of the Lord on Sunday. It is also
a penitential practice, to fast from food for one day a week.
Ash Wednesday is one of the two obligatory days of fast
and abstinence, the other is Good Friday. Fasting is also a
healthy alternative to junk food. Finally, in the season of
Lent we can renew our efforts at prayer. As one saint said,
unless we allow God to till the soil of our spiritual life
regularly, it can become hard and unyielding. Let us enter |
nto the season of Lent, preparing to renew our baptismal
promises, letting go of whatever keeps us from becoming
closer to God, and investing ourselves in the practices of
almsgiving, fasting, and prayer.
